A n in te re s t in g  fe a tu re  of h is  ad ­
d ress  w as th e  re s u lt  of a  su rvey  
w hich  he  h a s  m ade am ong  th e  m em ­
b e rs  of th e  class w h ich  show ed th a t  
one -h a lf of th e m  a re  fro m  Y ork  an d  
Y ork  coun ty , a n d  six a re  from  o th e r 
s ta te s , ra n g in g  fro m  P en n sy lv an ia  
to  th e  s ta te  o f W ash in g to n .

Points Out Striking Traits In 
Life of “Railsplitter” 

President.

In  a chapel ad d ress  g iven W ed n es­
day, F eb . 12, th e  Rev. O liver M. 
K eve, p a s to r  of th e  local M ethod ist 
C hurch , m en tio n ed  som e of th e  m ost 
o u ts ta n d in g  fe a tu re s  in  th e  life  of 
L incoln .

H e p o in ted  o u t th a t  L in co ln ’s rise  
fro m  o b scu rity  to  th e  h ig h  position  
w hich  he  a tta in e d  m ay  be a  source 
of en co u rag em en t fo r each  one of us. 
H e believes, how ever, th a t  L in co ln ’s 
rise  from  a log  cab in  to  th e  W hite  
H ouse is o ften  over-em phasized . 
T h is  goal w as n o t reach ed  in  a  day, 
b u t h a d  b ack  of i t  long  y ea rs  of 
s tu g g le  an d  of e a rn e s t an d  in ten se  
app lica tio n  to  th e  ta s k s  in  h an d , 
w ith o u t w hich no one can succeed.

D octor W eve m en tioned  as one of 
the  m ain causes fo r L in co ln ’s suc­
cess, h is  pow er of expression , w hich 
he said  w as th e  re s u lt of c le a r th in k ­
ing  and a ca re fu l se lec tion  of w ords 
to express th e  th o u g h t he  w ished  to  
convey. H is ab ility  to choose su b o rd ­
in a te s  w isely  and  to  w ork  w ith  both  
ag reeab le  and  d isag reeab le  p e rso n a l­
itie s  a lso  co n tr ib u ted  to  h is success. 
A n o th e r of L in co ln ’s w ell-know n 
c h a ra c te r is tic s  w as h is  k indness  of 
h e a r t  w hich  he seem ed nev er too 
busy to  show , even d u rin g  th e  m ost 
try in g  m om en ts  of th e  w ar.

L incoln  h as som etim es been c r i t­
icized fo r h is seem ing  lack  of re ­
lig ion , b u t acco rd ing  to  D octor Keve 
h is  t r u s t  in God w as one of h is  o u t­
s ta n d in g  v ir tu es .

W e som etim es 
sp eak  o f a  f r ie n d ly  sp ir it , a  co rd ia l 
sp irit , a  hom e lik e  sp ir it , a n d  a ll 
th e se  a re  d e s ira b le  in  a  college. W e 
m ay say th a t  th e re  is  no sp irit , 
ev e ry th in g  seem s d ead  o r  th e re  is  a  
bad  sp irit. Such is  v e ry  u n d es irab le  
indeed . W e w a n t lo ts  of sp ir i t  and  
we w an t th a t  s p i r i t  to  be good. I t  
m u s t be a  b o o stin g  s p ir it  void of 
c ritic ism  an d  on fire w ith  good w ill.

Now in  a C h ris tia n  C ollege we 
qu ite  n a tu ra lly  expect a  C h ris tian  
sp ir it  to  ex ist. If  such  is n o t th e  
case so m eth in g  is  w rong . T h a t 
C h ris tian  s p i r i t  sho u ld  be  a live, 
w arm , p u lsa tin g , leav e n in g  sp irit 
w hich  w ill d e fin ite ly  ten d  to  m ake 
th e  w hole g roup  C hris tian . M ost of 
o u r  s tu d e n ts  an d  a ll th e  fa cu lty  of

F o rm erly , in  th e  m on th  of F e b ru ­
a ry  a  fe a s t day  w as h e ld  in  h o n o r of 
L u p ercu s, a  w o lf-d estro y e r (w olves 
th e n  w ere  very  a b u n d a n t and  d an g ­
e ro u s ) .  A t th is  fe s tiv a l i t  w as cus­
to m a ry  fo r young  people to  d raw  lo ts  
fo r p a r tn e rs  fo r th e  year. H u n d red s  
of y e a rs  la te r , th is  sam e custom  
aro se  in  E n g la n d  a n d  F ra n c e , h u t 
th e n  i t  w as ca lled  St. V a le n tin e ’s 
Day.

If  we tu rn  to  th e  e ty m o lo g is t fo r 
he lp , he  w ill te ll us th a t  th e  le t te r s  
v and  g w ere  in te rc h a n g e a b le  in  
p o p u la r speech. The w ords “ g a lla n t” 
a n d  " v a l ia n t ,  ” b o th  sp rin g  fro m  th e  
L a tin  w ord  “ v a len s” . T he old N or­
m an w ord , “ g e le n tin , ” m eans a  lover 
of th e  fa ir  sex, and  is p ronounced  
v a la n ta n  o r v a len tin . T h e re  m ig h t 
have  been confusion  of th e  nam es of 
St. V a len tin e  an d  B ishop V a len tine , 
because  B ishop V a len tin e  w as e s ta b ­
lish ed  as th e  p a tro n  sa in t of sw ee t­
h e a r ts  an d  lovers, b u t th e re  is no 
rea l connection  betw een  th e  two.
