W ou ld  I w a n t  every  one  to  do 
i t?  Does i t  sq u a re  w ith  th e  in ­
d iv idual and  th e  social con­
science? Does i t  s tan d  th e  tes t  of 
th e  experience of th e  g re a te s t  c h a r ­
ac te rs?  W ould  I do th is  w ith  dis­
in te re s ted  m otives? an d  p ray e r  for 
an u n d e rs ta n d in g  hea r t .
